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Alexander II Elementary’s Jennifer Doss selected as
finalist for 2007 Georgia Teacher of the Year

“These teachers represent what is best about
education in Georgia,” State School Superintendent
Kathy Cox said at a press conference in Atlanta as
she announced this year’s 11 finalists for Georgia’s
Teacher of the Year. “These educators are innovative,
resourceful, and dedicated. And best of all, they are
getting results”

More than 140 school systems submitted appli-
cations for their Teacher of the Year to be selected for
this statewide honor, and Bibb County Public
Schools own Jennifer Doss of Alexander 1II
Elementary was chosen as a finalist.

The next step for Doss and the other finalists is
they will have a panel of judges visit them in their
school to not only conduct a personal interview, but
to observe them in the classroom. On March 10, a
luncheon will be held in their honor at the Georgia
Power Office Building, and the announcement of this
year’s recipient will be at the annual banquet to be
held on March 16 at the Georgia Aquarium.

As the Georgia Teacher of the Year, the recipient
will take a one year sabbatical from teaching to act
as an educational ambassador and advocate for
Georgia’s Public School systems, teachers, students,
and administrators. They will spend the year travel-

ing the around the state conducting development
activities, participating in statewide committees,
attending conferences, and speaking at various
events.

“This is one of my favorite parts of being
Superintendent,” says Cox. “It is a good reminder

that great education does not happen in board
rooms and legislative chambers. It happens in a
classroom that has a great teach at the front of the
room.

Doss, who is lead math teacher at Alexander II,
helped the department create a school-wide pacing
guide for learning facts and mastering basic skills,
establishing tutoring for at-risk students, and model-
ing hands-on activities for classroom teachers. She
works personally with low-performing students

For her own professional development, she is a
member of the National Council of Teachers of
Mathematics and PAGE, she is currently waiting on
her results for her National Board Certification, she
has made presentations at the Georgia Council of
Teachers of Mathematics conferences, she obtained a
gifted endorsement in 2004, earned her masters in
early and middle grades math and science in 2003,
and is constantly improving her mathematical
knowledge through professional journals, taking on-
line course, and auditing math classes.

“We are so proud of Mrs. Doss,” said Principal
Penny Smith, as Doss left the Centreplex in a limo
ride provided by the Downtown Macon Rotary Club.
